CHAPTER 4

OPTIONS EXCHANGE PARTICIPANTS AND THEIR CLIENTS

Options Broking Agreement
401A.
No Options Trading Exchange Participant shall accept any instructions from an Options Broker Exchange Participant in relation to the transaction of any Exchange Traded Options Business for the account of the clients of that Options Broker Exchange Participant, unless and until:-

(3) the Options Trading Exchange Participant has lodged with the Exchange one copy of the Options Broking Agreement executed pursuant to Options Trading Rule 401A(2) and such copy shall be certified by a Responsible Officer of that Options Trading Exchange Participant;

(4) the Options Trading Exchange Participant has delivered to such Options Broker Exchange Participant a written statement of the full name and address of the Options Trading Exchange Participant and the full name and contact details of the Responsible Officer who will be primarily responsible for that Options Broker Exchange Participant's affairs as a client of that Options Trading Exchange Participant;

CHAPTER 6

MARKET MAKERS

Suspension, Revocation and Surrender

617. A Market Maker permit may at any time be surrendered by the Options Trading Exchange Participant to whom it has been granted by that Options Trading Exchange Participant giving 30 days’ (or such shorter period of time as the Exchange may allow) written notice to that effect to the Exchange, to SEOCH and to the SEOCH Participant which clears for that Market Maker.
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
