The Companies (Amendment)
(No.2) Ordinance 2018 has added
sections 390(4) to (7) (“New
Sections”) to the Companies
Ordinance (Cap. 622). The New
Sections deal with compliance (by
a holding company incorporated in
Hong Kong) with the requirement
to disclose in its own directors’
report the names of the directors of
its subsidiaries (“Requirement”).
The New Sections allow a list of
the names of the directors of the
subsidiaries of the holding
company (i) to be kept at the
holding company’s registered
office and be made available for
inspection by the members free of
charge during business hours; or
(i) to be made available on the
holding company’s website. The
New Sections came into effect on
1 February 2019 (“Effective
Date”). For details, please refer to
the Companies Registry website:

The New Sections facilitate compliance with the Requirement by
holding companies incorporated in Hong Kong. They do not apply
to holding companies incorporated outside Hong Kong.
Accordingly, the Listing Rules do not require issuers incorporated
outside Hong Kong to comply with the New Sections after the
Effective Date.

Issuers incorporated in Hong Kong are required to comply with the
New Sections after the Effective Date.
