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Subject: Strike Price Interval Enhancements for Weekly Stock Options

The Stock Exchange of Hong Kong Limited ( “SEHK”) will enhance the strike price intervals of weekly 

expiries of single stock options (“Weekly Stock Options”) with tentative implmentation on Monday, 

27 July 2026, subject to the regulatory approval. This enhancement aims to provide market 

participants with greater flexibility in executing option strategies, thereby enabling more precise and 

effective management of exposure and associated risks. 

 

1. Enhanced Strike Price Intervals  

The strike price intervals set out in the Options Contract Specifications contracts will be enhanced 

as outlined in Table 1. Currently, Interval Group B applies to all SEHK-listed single stock options, 

including both monthly and weekly expiries. Under the new arrangement, Strike Price Interval Group 

B will continue to apply to all monthly expiries of single stock options, while Strike Price Interval 

Group A, with enhanced strike price intervals, will apply to Weekly Stock Options.  

 

For Weekly Stock Options, after each Trading Day, based on the closing price of the underlying 

security, new strike prices will be added such that there are at least 20 strike prices above and below 

the at-the-money strike price. SEHK may introduce additional strike prices beyond these ranges at 

its discretion.

Pursuant to Section B4, Appendix B of the Operational Trading Procedures for Options Trading 

Exchange Participants of the Stock Exchange, no weekly contracts will be listed and available if such 

weekly contracts would expire on the same day as the spot month contract. In such circumstances, 

the monthly contracts will continue to use the wider strike price intervals (Interval Group B). 

Exchange Participants and investors are reminded that only strike prices based on the wider interval 

configuration (Interval Group B) will be available for trading in such circumstances. 

 

2. Revised Market Maker Obligations for Regular Market Makers that Provide Continuous 

Quotes (CQMMs) 

 

Market maker obligations will be adjusted to align with the enhanced strike price interval framework 

in order to support market liquidity. In particular, the options series selection pool and the minimum 

number of assigned series required for quoting will be expanded. Please refer to Attachment I for 

details of the amendments. Apart from the adjustments to the option series selection pool, no other 

changes will be made to the market maker obligations. 

 

3. Potential Non-Uniform Strike Price Intervals during the Transition Week 

 

The enhanced strike price intervals for the HK$5 to HK$10 range and for the HK$50 to HK$150 

range are not exact multiples of the current intervals. As a result, Exchange Participants are advised 
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that non-uniform strike price intervals may be observed for the Weekly Stock Options within these 

ranges during the first week of implementation. Such non‑uniform strike patterns are temporary and 

will not affect trading, clearing or settlement arrangements of Weekly Stock Options.  

 

Please see Attachment II for the list of Weekly Stock Options. Any additional Weekly Stock Options 

introduced in the future will follow the same strike price interval arrangements. 

 

Relevant rules regarding Strike Interval Group A and B are set out in Section B5, Appendix B of the 

Operational Trading Procedures for Options Trading Exchange Participants of the Stock Exchange. 

The relevant rule amendments will be announced via a separate circular. Exchange Participants 

should ensure their trading and back office systems are fully prepared for a smooth operation upon 

implementation of the abovementioned proposal. In addition, all staff should exercise caution when 

dealing with the concerned Weekly Stock Options and when advising clients.
